BY LAWS
OF
CHANDLER COMMONS PROPERTY OWNERS ASSOCIATION
ARTICLE I
Name
Section 1. The name of the corporation shall be

CHANDLER COMMONS PROPERTY OWNERS AS.IOCIATION, INC. and shall
hereinafter be referred to as the "Association."

ARTICLE II

Purposes

. Section 1. The purposes for which the Association is
formed shall be to acquire, own, lease, maintain, preserve,
control and regulate the use of real estate and improvements
thereon for the benefit of its members and their guests, and
to promote by all lawful means the common interests of the
members of the Association, and the welfare, integrity and
aesthetic wvalue of Chandler Commons Subdivisions and
surrounding areas.

Section 2. This Association shall also have the purpose
of implementing and effectuating the plan and program required
and contemplated by Section B _ . of the Restrictive
Covenants set forth in a certain deed dated the 27 day of

iaéﬂ , 198f, and recorded in Volume , Page
., of the records of Cuyahoga County Ohio.

ARTICLE IIl

Board of Trustees

Section 1. Subject to the provisions governing this
Association, as set forth in said deed, the government and
business of the Association, the direction of its activities
and the regulation and control of its property shall be vested
in a Board of Trustees elected in accordance with the rules of
the Association. All Trustees <¢12all be members of the
Association.
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Section 2. The Association shall indemnify each Trustee
and officer and every former Trustee and officer against
expenses actually and necessarily incurred by him in
connection with the defense of any action, suit or proceeding
to which he is made a party by reascn of being or having been
such Trustee or Officer, except in relation to matters
proceeding to be liable for fraud or wilful malfeasance in the
performance of duty. Such indemnification shall not be deemed
exclusive of any other rights to which he may be entitled
under the Articles of Incorporation, these Bylaws, any
agreements, vote of members or otherwise.

Section 3. There shall be five Trustees. Each Trustee
elected shall serve a term of three (3) years. The Trustees
may, at any time after December 31, 1989, by majority vote,
expand the Board of Trustees to seven (7) members. If the
Board of Trustees shall be enlarged to seven (7) Trustees, at
the initial election of the two (2) additional Trustees, one
(1) shall be elected to a two (2) year term and one (1) shall
be elected to a three (3) year term. Thereafter, each of said
two (2) Trustees shall serve for a period of three (3) years.

Section 4. Absence from three (3) consecutive meetings
of the Board of Trustees without reason deemed valid and so
recorded by the Board shall be construed as a resignation.

Section 5. The Board of Trustees shall be empowered to
enact such rules and regulations as may be deemed expedient
for the government of the Associaticii and for the maintenance,
preservation, control and regulation of its property.

Section 6. Trustees shall take office at the first
meeting of the Board of Trustees following their election.

Section 7. The members of the Board of Trustees shall
be empowered to fill any vacancies on the Board which arise
outside of a general election. The members of the Board shall
place into nomination any names which the members desire to
fill any vacant positions and a vote shall be held amongst
Board members with a plurality necessary to fill any open
positions. Should more than one position be open at one time
one vote shall be held and the top vote getters shall be

placed in the open positions. Board appointees shall serve out
the duration of the term of the

Trustee whom they are replacing.
